Local Rules
(To be read in conjunction wih the Rules of Golf)

GROUND UNDER REPAIR (GUR) (Rule 25)

All areas defined by white stakes and/or white lines.

Wheel ruts made by a mower, tractor or other motor vehicle, except
in a hazard.

All landscaped areas and flower beds.

LATERAL WATER HAZARDS (Rule 26)
Lateral water hazards are defined by red stakes.
(NOTE: the stakes are immovable obstructions)

WATER HAZARDS (Rule 26)
Water hazards are defined by yellow stakes.
(NOTE: the stakes are immovable obstructions)

OUT OF BOUNDS (Rule 27)
Defined by white stakes with black tops.
All residential boundaries and public roads.

IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 24-2)
All stakes, fixed sprinkler heads, irrigation boxes, tee signs and
distance markers are immovable obstructions.

STAKED TREES & SHRUBS (Rule 24-2)

If a tree which is staked interferes with a players stance or the
intended swing path, the ball MUST be lifted without penalty and
dropped in accordance with the procedure prescribed in Rule 24-2b(i)
(Immovable Obstruction). The ball may be cleaned when lifted.

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF LOCAL RULES
Stroke play — 2 strokes / Match play — loss of hole
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
